This ETF seeks to provide total return through actively managed exposure to the West Texas Intermediate ("WTI") crude oil futures markets. The fund does not invest in
nor seek exposure to the current "spot" or cash price of physical crude oil. The fund's strategy seeks to outperform certain index-based strategies by actively managing
the rolling of WTI crude oil futures contracts to (a) mitigate the negative impact of contango, or (b) benefit from the backwardation present in the WTI crude oll futures
markets, but there can be no guarantee that it will be successful in doing so. The fund seeks to remain fully exposed to WTI crude oil futures, even during adverse
market conditions. As such, the fund should be expected to decrease in value when WTI crude oil futures markets deteriorate. During adverse conditions, the fund
seeks to lose less than index-based strategies that formulaically roll contracts. However, there can be no assurance that the fund will outperform index-based or other
actively managed strategies that invest in WTI crude oil futures markets.
